» The program was extended until 2027-28 with $612.9M in B17.
B17 included an O&M component.

* Proposal based approach used to fund projects.

— Moving from a proposal-based funding model to a community planning-based model

Building awareness with First Nation leadership, industry, and other levels of
government;

Strengthening partnerships with other jurisdictions (provinces, territories,
municipalities);

Exploring options for First Nation-led governance of solid waste management;

Identifying legislative options to address illegal dumping and waste management
standards
